The MORA proficiencies wil be assessed as pass/Tail in years one and two, and a holstc grade awarded in the final year. All relevant proficiencies for the year must be
‘mapped to evidence by the student and veried as achieved at the required level of performance by the praciice supervisors/ assessor. At the end of each year, there will be
3 review of achievement of the proficiencies and evidence by the pracice assessor, i parinership wih the academic assessor. Students who have mef the required
proficiencies wil be seen as passing the MORA for that module and subsequently the practice element for each year.
